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Introduction
Our project was inspired by AAMC, IOM, 
ARTP, and 2005 Report of the UCSF 
Executive Vice Chancellorôs Task Force on 
Community Partnerships recommendations 
to incorporate population health education 
and community-based service learning into 
medical school curricula. Taking cues from 
peer medical institutions that have 
implemented such curriculum components, 
we sought to develop a guide for first and 
second year medical students at UCSF that 
would provide an introduction to: 

(1) social determinants of health outcomes and 
disparities on the local level  (profiles on 
neighborhood history, demographics and 
socioeconomic data, premature mortality 
causes, and rates of disease)

(2) community-based interventions that address 
local health needs and disparities (listings of 
community-based organizations, locations, 
target populations, contact information, services 
provided) 

The primary goal of this guide is to better 
connect theoretical classroom-based learning ï
about race in medicine, socioeconomic status as 
health determinants, health care disparities, 
biopsychosocial model of illness, etc. ïto 
practical service-based learning within the local 
context of San Francisco neighborhoods.  Along
